Day 01: Guwahati – Dirang

Arrival: Guwahati Airport/Railway 

Station, then drive to Dirang.

Visit Tipi Orchidarium (500+ 

orchids, including rare species)

Stop at Nag Temple

Enjoy scenic waterfalls and 

landscapes

In Dirang: Check in to hotel

Afternoon visits:

•Apple Orchard & 

•Kiwi Farm (seasonal), 

•Dirang Monastery, 

•Kalachakra Monastery

Experience hot water springs 

(noted for curing skin ailments)

Overnight: Stay in Dirang

Note: Every Indian tourist 

visiting Arunachal Pradesh 

has to obtain ILP (Inner Line 

Permit) at Bhalukpong

border before entering the 

state against submission of 

photo identity card and two 

copies of passport size 

photographs.



Day 02: Dirang Sightseeing

Morning:

After breakfast, explore Dirang

and visit Dirang

Monpa tribal villages.

Enjoy village walks and interact 

with locals to experience the 

regional flavor.

Midday:

Proceed to Sangti Valley along 

the Sangti River (25 km from 

Bomdila), a seasonal home to 

black-necked cranes migrating 

from China

Afternoon:

Visit the National Research 

Centre on Yak located above 

the main town and the yak farm 

at Nyukmandung (31 km from 

Dirang). 

Evening:

Enjoy the hot water 

springs, famed for their 

skin-healing properties, 

and conclude the day 

with an overnight stay in 

Dirang.



Day 03: Dirang – Tawang (130 kms / 7 hrs.)
Early Breakfast & Departure:

Begin your day with an early 

breakfast and set out for 

Tawang.

Scenic Stop at Sela Pass & Sela

Lake:

Sela Pass (13,700 ft): Enjoy 

panoramic views at the border 

between Tawang & West 

Kameng.

Sela Lake: A small, enchanting 

lake that remains frozen most of 

the year. 

Jaswantgarh War Memorial: 

Located 10 km from Sela Pass, it 

commemorates the brave soldier 

who fought off approaching 

Chinese forces during the 1962 

Indo-Chinese War. 

Natural Wonder:

Nuranng Falls: Marvel at the 

majestic falls, famously featured 

in the film “Koyla” starring SRK 

and Madhuri Dixit.
Arrival in Tawang:

Check in to your hotel and 

enjoy a free evening for 

leisure.

Overnight Stay:

Rest and rejuvenate with an 

overnight stay in Tawang



Day 04: Tawang Local Sightseeing
After Breakfast out for local 

sightseeing & visit… 

Tawang Monastery:

17th-century monastery at 

10,000 ft with 65 buildings and 

an 8m gilded Buddha statue; 

home to 500 lamas.

Urgeling Gompa:

Birthplace of the 6th Dalai 

Lama with several stupas, 

popular for New Year 

blessings.

War Memorial (Namgyal

Chortan): 40-foot stupa-like 

memorial honoring 2420 

martyrs from the 1962 Sino-

Indian War with gold-inscribed 

plaques.

Evening:

Leisure time followed 

by an overnight stay 

in Tawang.

Craft Center:

Shop for local handicrafts, 

including masks, hand-

woven carpets, silver, 

coral, and amber jewelry, 

and traditional ‘chubas.’



Day 05: Tawang Local Sightseeing - High 

altitude Madhuri lake and Bumla Pass

Early Breakfast & Departure 

→ Drive to 

Shonga-tser (Madhuri) Lake 

(35 km from Tawang).

Shonga-tser Lake → High-

altitude lake formed after the 

1950 earthquake, maintained 

by the Army, with a nearby 

cafeteria.

Bumla Pass (37 km, 15,200 

ft) → Historic Indo-China 

border pass with war 

remnants.

PTSO Lake (Pangong Tang 

Tso) → Scenic stop 17 km 

from Tawang with a bird’s-

eye view of the township.

Return & Leisure → 

Drive back to the hotel, 

Evening at leisure. 

Overnight stay in 

Tawang. 



Day 06: Tawang – Bomdila (170 kms / 8 hrs.)

After Breakfast → Transfer to 

Bomdila (8,200 ft), HQ of West 

Kameng District.

Climate & Attractions → Cool 

weather, known for Buddhist 

monasteries.

Check-in → Arrive and check in 

to the hotel. Monastery Visits:

•Gontse Rabgyaling Monastery 

(Upper Gonpa) 

•Thub-Chog Gatsel Ling 

Monastery (Lower Gonpa)

Scenic Views → Panoramic 

view of the Himalayas and 

snow-clad ranges.

Evening → Visit the 

local market.

Overnight Stay → 

Bomdila.

Morning: After breakfast, depart for 

Mawphlang Sacred Forest, known as 

‘Nature’s Museum,’ home to ancient 

trees, medicinal plants, and diverse flora 

and fauna.

Afternoon: Head to Mawsynram (68 km 

from Shillong), the wettest place on 

Earth, surrounded by lush greenery.

Sightseeing: Visit Mawjymbuin Cave, 

famous for its natural Shiva Linga-

shaped stalagmite.Evening: Drive back 

to Shillong.

Afternoon: Mawphlang Sacred Forest

Drive to Mawphlang Sacred Forest (2 

hours).

Explore the Sacred Forest with a local 

guide (30-45 min nature walk).

Night: Overnight stay in 

Shillong.

Tryshi Waterfalls – A serene 

waterfall with breathtaking views 

of the Jaintia Hills, ideal for nature 

lovers.

Laitlum Canyon – A panoramic 

viewpoint offering sweeping 

landscapes and deep gorges, 

often called the “End of the 

World.”

Transfer to Dawki for an 

overnight stay.

It 

features a unique, two-level 

bridge made from living 

tree roots, over 150 years 

old.

Meghalaya, is a serene 

waterfall known for its 

rainbow hues. It’s a 1.5-

hour trek from Nongriat, 

offering stunning views 

and crystal-clear blue 

pools, ideal for nature 

lovers and adventurers.

Mawsmai Cave – A 

limestone cave with 

intricate rock formations, 

stalactites, and 

stalagmites, offering a 

thrilling walk-through 

experience.

Bazaar.

Police Bazaar is Shilling's main 

shopping hub, known for street 

markets, local handicrafts, and 

vibrant eateries.
